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The Early Church History E

The church began worshipping together in an attic room at 37 Washington Avenue; the home of Mr. %
Mrs. B. Span. Those present were Mrs. Ella Mae Harrington, Mr. & Mrs. Aldaazson and Mr. & Mrs. Span.i
Sister Harrington suggested that since all of them were members of the New Zion Baptist Church ip
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July 17, 1917. The late Rev.d®onald Harris served as the first pastor. i

They continued serving at the above address and were able to go to larger quarters at 804 Elizabeth
Avenue as the congregation grew. The church again moved to 28 Centre Street, remaining at that addreiss
for seven years and was incorporated in 1918. I
The late Rev. BJ Kendrick helped to ordain the late W.H. Clubreth, who became the second pastor, glvlng
thirteen years of labor. In 1922 they purchased property on Atlantic Street near Third Avenue on Whlch'
to build a church. In 1925 the church was related to 89 Miller Street.

In 1921 the Senior Choir was organized under the leadership of Sister Anna Kendrick. The first organist was Slsti:r
Lillie Davis.

In 1926, the congregation started a drive for the sum of twent§ive hundred dollars to complete the work
and to make payment on a parsonage. After serving seven years Rev. Culbreth was called to Jersey Gity.
In that interim, the church its third pastor, Rev. Benjamin Boyd Burgess who continued the buildingj
program. Rev. Burgess served for one year. Rev. Culbreth was recalled and served until 1930. |

In 1930 the building at 89 Miller Street was sold and the congregation moved to a building at 5537 l
East Jersey Street. Rev. E.D. Davis was called and served for one year.

From 1931 to 1932 the late Rev. Hampton served as sully Pastor, and in 1933 the membership called hlln
as pastor. In October 1936, the property at 89 Miller Street was repurchased and remodeled. Thie
entrance was changed to 91 Division Street. The membéip grew and the building was enlarged; a : ;
balcony was added. The members marched into the completed structure at 91 Division Street on Sundaiy
May 26, 1946. I

The property next door to the church was purchased. Property was also purchased at the corner qf
Lafayette and Livingston Streets. The Rev. John H. Green was ordained by Rev. Hampton; who Iater
purchased the property at Livingston Street; the site of th&t. Paul Baptist Church. The junior, Youthl

years until his health failed. Rev. Marion Jackson was ordained by Rev. Hampton and a member ser\ler
as interim Pastor. i
Rev. BJ Whipper was called to New Zion and installed as Pastor on Sunday, July 29, 1962. He se'ved
diligently as a leader, a friend, and counsellor to the members of the church and community. Under his
leadership New Zion established a scholarship fundnown then as the Courtesy Guild, A Credit Union,j

After ten years of service Rev. Whipper resigned to accept the call to the Southern Baptist Church, Ngw
York City. I

Pastor Rev. WE Brockett was ordained October 2, 1969, under Rev. Whipper and immediately was callgd
to the St. Paul Baptist Church in Somerville, New Jersey. While serving the St. Paul Baptist Church, tiley
brought property which was slated to be the newlsurch site. Prior to leaving, a mortgage burning service 1
was held for the said site. In 1972 New Zion called Rev. Brockett and he was installed December 1, 1972.
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Church Fair, the Junior choir was restablished as the New Generation Choir, organized the new
Inspiration Choir, and the PastorPresidents Membership Meetings were formed. Rev. Brockett then soIoE
the properties on Adams Ave., Hazlet AND 91 Dsion Street. The youth and family workshop of which :
the workshop choir was formed, building fund treasure was organized as an auxiliary and renamed Th
Building Fund Society. Property was purchased on Flora and Anna Streets. The ground was dedicatpd
May 30, 1976. After five years of service, the congregation marched into the new church at 8822 Flora
Street on Sunday, June 19, 1977.
